Rowlatt Act (1919)

m Passed by British Parliament to
control unrest in India

® If you protest, you can get thrown in
jail for 2 years without a trial

B This angered Indian nationalists






Amritsar Massacre (1919)

B Peaceful protest in city of Amritsar
m Soldiers opened fire on protesters

m 379 killed, 1000+ injured
B Sparks more anger, nationalism In India

Mohandas (Mahatma) Gandhi

m Leader of Indian National Congress (1921)

m Campaigned for Indian independence

- Nonviolent (refusal to obey
unjust laws)

- Jailsysoonibecame overcrowded with protesters

m Also campaighed for ending poverty, the
caste system, & religious conflict

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Salt March (1930)

B Protest against British salt

m Walked 240 miles touamake their own salt
from the ocean

m Also attempted to close British salt works

m Leads to worldwide supportand more
demonstrations in India






B Provided some local self-government
E Allowed for some elections
E Not full independence






World War I

m British viceroy declares Indian entry into
the war (without consulting nationalists)

m 2.5 million volunteer soldiers joined

m After war, Britain moves toward full
Independence

m Clashes between Hindus and Muslims
m 5,000 dead; 15,000 injured (in 4 days)
B Violence occurred in other cities too...

- Emphasized industrialization
