· 2nd paragraph: One significant change from the past and reason(s) for it (no more than 5 sentences)
· 3rd paragraph: One significant continuation from what existed in the past and reason(s) for it (no more than 5 sentences)
· 4th paragraph: Relevant world historical context that helps explain change and/or continuity (no more than 3 sentences)
